The &quot;habitability process&quot; was first tested on one island so far: Kokar, a small
community in the Aland Islands, Finland.

From 2018 to 2020, Kékar joined a project called Coast4Us to assess how

sustainable the island was. Around 130 out of 232 residents took part, along with
university experts and consultants.

However, the project ran into problems. Most sustainability tools didn t work well for

such a small island. Things like the island s seasonal population, small economy,

and close-knit community made it hard to use standard data or methods. Also,

some data couldn 't be used because it would reveal individuals’ identities.

Instead, the idea of &quot;habitability&quot; was created. The people of Kokar said that for an

island to be sustainable, it must first be a good place to live — for both locals and

newcomers. A &quot, habitable&quot, island should have people of all ages, genders,
backgrounds, and opinions living together.
Through many discussions and workshops, the community created 40 indicators (or

signs) of what makes an island habitable. This led to new plans to make Kokar an



even better place to live, supported by local government.

The habitability concept gained interest beyond Kékar. In 2020, Christian Pleijel, who
helped create the idea, teamed up with the Archipelago Institute at Abo Akademi
University. They ran an online course in 2021 with over 30 participants from 12
European islands, including experts and politicians.

This course helped improve the habitability idea, and later in 2021, work began on
creating a Habitability Handbook. At the same time, funding was secured to
expand this work across Finland, helping other islands and rural coastal areas
become more habitable too.
